“Hershey--- The Early Years”

Hershey 2017 is fast approaching. As I sit here
writing this, it is only two weeks away. My intent is to
leave here on Sunday, 1 October so that on Tuesday,
weather being good, I can be at Red Field in time for the
arrival of Frank Puma and Dan Marinola.

In the forty-five years since my first trip to
Hershey, the event has grown beyond belief. In the early
1960s while I was still in the mid-west and a member of
the CLC and the Classic Car Club I had heard references
about the event at Hershey, PA. I didn’t quite understand
the excitement it generated among some of the other
members. “What’s the big deal! I like chocolate bars, but
so what?”

After relocating to WNY in 1965 1 finally joined
the AACA and then [ would hear more about Hershey and
what a great event it was for those of us who were into
cars. It still took me a few years too finally get around to
planning and making the trip, the first of many.

50 cents so she was all set for the day. I had a great day!
I went up & down those rows in Blue Field and I knew I
had found my “sand box.” If you were hungry, all you
had to do was visit “Strawberry Alley” where some
Fraternal organizations had set up food stands. Across the
road at the old airport they offered rides in a Stearman bi-
plane. I'm pretty sure it was a Stearman. When Joyce
picked me up later, she informed me what a great day she
had exploring the Hershey area. So, everything was right
with the world!
